Bow Hunters May Cull
Selleck’s Woods Population

In an effort to control the town’s deer
population, the Darien Parks and
Recreation Committee will vote on a pro-
posal next week to allow expert bow
hunters to conduct hunts at Selleck’s
Woods.

The hunts, which are endorsed by the
Darien Deer Management Committee,
would take place in the early-morning
hours for six days a week in December and
January. If approved by the Parks and
Recreation Committee, 10 hunters using
bows and arrows would patrol 6 acres of
the park in pairs of two.

Kent Haydock, chairman of the Darien
Deer Management Committee, said the
“proposal aims to cull 12 to 16 deer, mostly
does, and then reassess the situation.
Spotted fawns will not be targeted, and
Haydock said state law limits hunters on
killing antlered deer.
