Programming (J. Cameron)

Programming going well — financially fiscal year is under budget — no shortage of
programming, returned $500 to Town Budget — did not tap into Area 9 funds.
Summer is quiet with meetings on “Community Matters” and “Inside Town Hall” and
Jim’s programs — interviews with Town leaders:

Posted 112
meetings since January with 2000 viewings.

Dave/Jim appeared before the Board of Selectmen on 7/6/15 re: their re-appointment
as Darien’s representatives on the Area 9 Cable Council. Area 9 Cable is council one of
23 in the state and represents the 10 Southwestern towns. Grant money from
Cablevision and Frontier (formerly AT&T) — comes from S$5/per user/per year - $100,000
divided between towns 1/3 to Government access and 2/3 to Educational access.
Darien’s Board of Education has lost between $12K and $18K in grant money — no
applications were made, and monies are not available retroactively. New applications
can be made in fall 2015. No BOE meetings currently available on TV79 because of
broken equipment at Bd of Ed, which could be replaced by this grant money should they
file applications.

Staffing: 3 meetings simultaneously tonight — Pedestrian Infrastructure Advisory
Committee, Ch79 (live) and P&Z — we have staffed all meetings for either live or taped
coverage!



Tech (D. Dever)

e Streaming —had a couple of bugs in connecting — month of testing — good for non-cable
and UVerse and employees out of town to be picked up.

e Gremlins in the system — Cablevision is implementing a digital front end and has been
installed — not everything that was promised but they are coming on slowly. Route from
Darien to Stamford to Norwalk Cablevision and back to users in Darien.

e BOE is helping with the Streaming through their IT department.

e Bug: Does not work on IPads or Iphones

e Four ways to view CH79:

0 Live on Cablevision
0 Taped replay (runs for one week)
0 Vimeo—on demand - forever
O Live stream — no brand name yet — just called Streaming.
e www.DarienCT.Gov/TV9 - for links to all meetings and Vimeo sites — 750 out of 2300

households are subscribers to the TV79 weekly e-mail Program Guide.
e Streaming not costing CH79 Anything because of BOE plugging them in.
e Vimeo costs $60/year for 250+ meetings per year!
